On the Fourth of July a bell ringing ce're'fnony Was
held at the Thompson Ames Hlstorlcal Soc1ety. John
Bartlett of Gilford, a seventh generatlon descendant
of Josiah Bartlett, a signer of the Declaratlon of In-
dependence, rang. the bell. A family' picnic’ on the
Village Field preceded the bell ringing and the read-
ing of the Declaratlon of Independence The bell was
rung at 2 p.m., the same time that bells all over the
United States were rung. All Town buildings were
decorated with bunting for the Bicentennial Summer.

The high point of the year was the gala three day

Bicentennial Weekend, August 27-29, held in con-
junction with the annual Old Home Day celebration.
On Friday a Colonial Crafts Fair, a giant Balloon
Release with weatherman Bob Copeland and a Bicen-

" tennial Magic Show and Old Fashioned Melodrama

were held. Saturday the traditional Old Home Day
activities included a two hour parade, the largest in
the Town’s history, and a mock battle staged by 250
visiting militia troops. Sunday’s activities included
special church services, a heritage tour and a band
concert at the newly dedicated bandstand by Moul-
ton’s Band of Sanbornton.

From the Bicentennial Ball in February to the
militia activities in December the Gilford Bicenten-
nial Celebration was a successful example of towns-
people working together in true community spirit. It
was fun!
